NOTES OF MEETING HELD ON Friday 15th November 2024

1. Introduction
Ward Clerk Amy Stephenson introduced herself and Cllr Jonathan Bourbon to the members of the public present. 

Ward Clerk Amy Stephenson went over the points that were raised by members of the public at the last meeting in terms of where we are at with them now.  This has also been advertised on the Noticeboards and the Facebook page.

		
2. Cathey Harvey of the Allington Hillbillies Volunteer Group
Cathey was invited to attend the January meeting to do a further talk about the activities of the volunteer group to more Councillors.
Cathey advised those present of the plan for the next two years.  They now have a Business Plan in place which lists what they do and what they have done.  They also have a Service Level Agreement with Bridport Town Council.  Both documents are available on their Hillbillies website.  Next year their Management Plan will be due for renewal as it was last undertaken 10 years ago and revised 5 years ago and is therefore due an overhaul.  This is due in May 2025.  There is possible funding available in early 2025 which could then help fund this.  They will be discussing this with Bridport Town Council as well as having public consultations.  Also next year they will be launching a project for 2026 with regards to commemorating the 40 year anniversary of Allington Hill being purchased.  It will be a Bridport wide project.

3. Ward Issues / Topics / Information
Roundabout at Balsons used to have a sign saying ‘Keep Clear’ at all three junctions (road markings) – this needs repainting.  Cars clog up around there which makes things more difficult.  Query if Highways could even put in a box junction which could make more sense.

‘No Entry’ sign on bus/coach car park has faded off (road markings) – cars are turning in to this area when they shouldn’t be.  This needs re-painting.  This is a Bridport Central Ward issue.

Fulbrooks – parking issue.  This has been ongoing for meany years.  Parking on pavements – wardens cannot issue any penalty as there are no yellow lines.  Query if Highways would consider taking away some area of the larger pavements so they are big enough for wheelchairs and pedestrians only as well as painting double yellow lines which would then mean cars cannot park over them.  Currently the situation causes issues for deliveries to the shop, bin lorries not being able to collect bins etc. 








Wall from end house at Allington Mead down to next cottage on roadside – loose stones / overhanging weeds/plants which are causing/have the potential to cause problems on an already very narrow pavement.


In Cllr Carney’s absence, the Ward Clerk read out some information received from her:

Magna will be holding a meeting/surgery on 21st January at 11am at Flaxhayes Sheltered Scheme Lounge (Parsonage Road) where all Magna residents can come and chat to them about anything.

Foundry Lea – the fist set of affordable homes will be being built soon and these will be available approximately mid next year.  To apply you need to be on the Housing Register or you could be someone who is in ‘inappropriate accommodation’ e.g. too many of you in one house or a house that is too big for the occupancy within in.  You would need to ensure that you re-register onto the Housing Register.
